During this most important celebration of the Church’s year, (1) the New Fire is kindled and the Easter Candle blessed and lit while the Exultet (or Easter Proclamation) is sung; (2) several Scripture readings are proclaimed; (3) the Easter Water is blessed and all renew Promises of Baptism; (4) our “Come and See” Candidates receive the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy Communion; (5) the Easter Liturgy of the Eucharist is offered.
