Father Roger L. Bacon

Fifth Pastor of Saint Cecilia Parish

1934 – 2001

On Friday, April 20, 2001 the Lord called Father Bacon from this world!  We entrust him into the hands of the God of Mercy, asking the Risen Lord Jesus to shepherd him into the pastures of eternal rest!

Roger L. Bacon was born in Woonsocket on October 24, 1934, a son of the late Harry and Laurentia (Beausoleil) Bacon.  Father Bacon attended Saint Ann School in Woonsocket and Assumption High School in Worcester, MA.  Having been graduated from the Seminary of Our Lady of Providence in Warwick, RI, the Bishop assigned Father Bacon to theological studies at the American College in Louvain, Belgium.  He was ordained to the priesthood there on June 26, 1960.

Father Bacon served in various parishes during his 41 years of dedicated priestly ministry.  He was assigned to serve as Pastor of Saint Cecilia Parish in July 1990 until he was transferred to Sacred Heart Parish in Woonsocket in June of 1997.

Our Parish feels this loss as do the people of Father’s Parish in Woonsocket and the countless hundreds whose lives Father has touched.  To his brothers, Raymond and Donald, and his sisters, Jeannine and Carol, we extend our heartfelt sympathy and a promise of our prayers during this time of sadness, shock, and grief.

Together we pray, Eternal God of Mercy, receive Father Roger into Your eternal embrace and hold him in peace!  Jesus, our Risen Shepherd, bring him home.  Holy Spirit, free him from all sin and raise him to new life, forever and ever.  Amen!  Father Roger, until we meet again, rest in God’s peace!
