OUR ANNUAL PASSOVER SUPPER …

will be celebrated and served in the Church Hall on Tuesday of Holy Week, April 10th at 6:30 p.m.  This is the Jewish feast of Passover or "Seder Meal" that commemorates the deliverance of the Israelites from slavery in Egypt, the miraculous deliverance by God of His chosen people.  The service consists of songs, prayers, and readings, followed by the catered meal (Emery's Catering) of roast beef (or chicken), vegetables, bread, dessert, and beverages.  Tickets at $10 for adults and $5 for children are on sale at the front doors of the Church after Mass today.  Last call!  Tickets will be on sale after every Mass, including the 10:30 a.m. Sunday Mass (today), but no tickets are sold after that!

THE “CHRISM MASS” …

will be offered on Monday, April 9th at 7 p.m. in the Cathedral of Saints Peter and Paul in Providence by our Bishops, Priest, and Deacons.  All are welcome to participate in this special, “once-a-year” celebration!

HOLY THURSDAY …

Only 1 Mass is offered in our Parish at 7:00 p.m. in Church:  the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  Please bring canned goods/non-perishable foods for the poor that will be carried to the Altar in procession during the Mass, immediately after the Washing of the Feet.  This is our way of reaching out in service to the poorest of the poor and “washing their feet” with our mercy and compassion.

Following Mass, there will be Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament until 10:00 p.m.  Please “come and watch” with Jesus in prayer, joining in His Passion, Death, and Resurrection, giving thanks for His abundant mercy!

GOOD FRIDAY …

· the annual 10-mile “Walk-for-Hunger” begins at Notre Dame Church in Central Falls at 9:00 a.m.  Sponsor forms are available for any walkers in the vestibule and the Sacristy of the Church.  Should anyone wish to sponsor a walker, leave the donation in the Sacristy or send it to the Rectory during the week.

· Stations of the Cross will be prayed in our Church at 3:00 p.m.  The Church will be open from 7:30 a.m. onward for Adoration, private prayer and reflection.

· The Service of Our Lord’s Passion, Veneration of the Cross, and Holy Communion will be celebrated at 7:00 p.m. in our Church.  No Mass is offered anywhere in the world this day; only this Solemn Service commemorating Jesus’ suffering and death on the Cross.

· Abstinence:  no meat for anyone 14 years old and older.

· Fasting:  no solid foods between meals and eat less for those between 18 and 59 years of age.  This “fast” may be extended through Good Friday into Holy Saturday, concluding and climaxing in the Easter Vigil Celebration on Holy Saturday evening.

No 5:00 p.m. Mass!  Only 1 Mass is offered in any Church today … the Solemn Easter Vigil Celebration, which begins at 7:00 p.m. in our Church!  During this most important celebration of the Church’s year, (1) the New Fire is kindled and the Easter Candle blessed and lit while the Exultet (or Easter Proclamation) is sung; (2) several Scripture readings are proclaimed; (3) the Easter Water is blessed and all renew Promises of Baptism; (4) our “Come and See” Candidates receive the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy Communion; (5) the Easter Liturgy of the Eucharist is offered.
