BELL TOWER PROGRESS …

The repair work to the bell tower damage caused by the lightning strike of June 27th continues.  When the staging was completely assembled, the stone masons began their work of extracting broken stones and bricks.  A replacement for the corner piece of limestone that fell to the ground is being fashioned in Vermont.  This could take 6 to 8 weeks.

In the meantime, the insurance company will allow us to use the staging around the tower free of charge to (1) take a complete structural analysis of the tower; (2) supervise the repair and restoration work being done by the Lombardi Construction Company (hired and paid for by the insurance company) and (3) install the cross and ball decoration to its place on the tower's cap.  All of the above comes under the direction of Mr. David Coe of the architectural firm of Perry, Dean, and Rogers of Belmont, MA.  Mr. Coe is the architect hired by the Parish to take on the tasks outlined above, especially to guide the work of returning our ball and cross to their proper place.  Hopefully this can be accomplished at a reduced cost to the Parish since we are not paying for the staging or its rental ($30,000 to erect it and $225 per day to rent it!).

Obviously the hiring of an architect and a construction company for the cross is an unexpected expense for us at this particular time!  We will have to address the financing of this project in the near future!  More updates as they become available!  Thank you for your support, especially the prayers!

SCHOOL PROJECTS THIS SUMMER …

Our School classroom floors are receiving their annual stripping, washing, waxing, and finishing at the hands of Alexander Zagryn, "AJ" (Armand) Cote, and Michael Martin, three young men of our Parish who work under the watchful eye of Mr. Tony Ferrara, our Parish Buildings Superintendent.

The wall-to-wall carpeting in the basement lunch room (also known as the "Family Room") has been ripped out, making way for the installation of a new vinyl floor that will be healthier for our students and easier to clean for our volunteer lunch-duty parents who work so hard to coordinate the 3 lunch periods needed daily to accommodate our School's students for lunch.

The additional Grade 5 class will occupy the former language classroom (Mr. Butler's room) in the School basement.  Mr. Butler, our language teacher, will be a "floating teacher" this coming School year, traveling to each class for his periods of instruction.  More news next week!
