HOSPITAL PRIVACY POLICIES …

have recently changed because of new federal regulations.  Additional requirements have been placed on hospitals to protect the privacy and confidentiality of patients.  This includes the release of information to clergy.  Without the expressed approval of the patient, no hospital is allowed to provide a list of patients by denomination for visiting clergy or to contact places of worship to inform them of a patient’s admission.

In order to protect your right to privacy, clergy members are only allowed to see those patients who explicitly ask for such a visit.  If you or a member of your family is hospitalized and you would appreciate a visit from Sister Jacqueline Paradis, our parish Pastoral Assistant for the Sick, please be sure to state your religious preference and give our Parish name upon admission (or ask a family member to do so).  Also, please make it clear to the nursing staff that you would appreciate a visit from your Parish clergy.

All hospitals in Rhode Island offer daily Holy Communion, served by Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist.  Should you wish to receive Holy Communion while in the hospital, please notify the nursing staff or the “front desk” of your desire and a Minister of Communion will visit you with the Eucharist!

Parish Religious Education …

Saint Cecilia Parish offers religious education for children in grades K through 8, along with sacramental preparation for the Sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist and Confirmation.  Our preparation for these programs takes 2 years of formation and instruction.  We offer “Sunday School” for children ages 3, 4, and 5 during the 10:30 a.m. Mass every Sunday from sometime in September to sometime in May.
