Lent …

begins on Ash Wednesday and ends on Holy Thursday just before the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  The Season consists of 40 days, designed as a “retreat” time to prepare for the Great Feast of the Lord’s Passion, Death, and Resurrection:  The Paschal Mystery;
the “Alleluia” is not sung or said from the beginning of Lent until the Easter Vigil when it is solemnly chanted; the Altar is simply decorated and generally flowers do not adorn the Altar during this period;

to emphasize the unity of the entire 40-day season, the same songs, refrains, and musical selections may be used throughout the season;

Baptisms are generally deferred until the Easter Vigil and Easter Season (unless there is an emergency and/or danger of death);

is a special time of prayer and preparation for the candidates in our "Come and See" program (those adults who will receive the Sacraments during our Solemn Easter Vigil and Easter Mass on Holy Saturday, April 14th);  special ceremonies of Election will be celebrated for them as well as ceremonies of Blessing over them on the 3rd, 4th, and 5th Sundays of Lent.
