The Sacrament of Baptism …

will be celebrated in our Church next Sunday (February 10) at 12 Noon.

THIS IS COMMITMENT WEEKEND …

for adorers of the Blessed Sacrament every Friday in our Convent Chapel.  The Blessed Sacrament is “exposed” (or shown) in a glass container, held in a monstrance (“vessel of showing”) so that those who enter the chapel and spend some moments in adoration, praise, and prayer may “see” the Host, the Consecrated Bread that is the very Body and Blood, Soul, Divinity, and Humanity of Jesus Christ, the Son of God and Our Lord!  Adoration begins at 7:30 a.m. (following the 7 a.m. daily Mass) and concludes at 9 p.m.  During those hours, “adorers” come into the presence of Jesus to pray for themselves and for our parish, Church, and world as well as for their own special and family intentions!  Jesus always listens!

CALLING ALL PALMS …
