These statements may be used for income tax and other purposes.  Neither one of these statements will include any Mass stipends or other gifts made to the Parish.

We will continue to accept Mass intentions from 2 separate families or individuals for each weekend and holyday Mass.  Canon Law of the Church stipulates that the priest-celebrant may not accept two Mass offerings but nothing is said about the Parish itself receiving two Mass offerings for the same Mass.  In our Parish the priest-celebrant only receives one stipend per day for each Mass offered.  All Mass offering money goes directly to the Church treasury, helping to support the many ministries and activities of our busy Parish!
