WELCOME, BISHOP McMANUS!

His Excellency, The Most Reverend Robert J. McManus, Auxiliary Bishop of Providence, will offer the 10:00 a.m. Mass in our Church on Monday, January 29th for the students, families, staff, faculty, and principal of our School.  This special “Catholic School Week” celebration of the Mass by Bishop McManus is a privilege for us!  All parishioners are invited to participate and share in the rich blessings of this Liturgy.  The Mass will be offered In Thanksgiving for our Roots and our Wings, a theme gleaned from the writings of our students in essays about their School!  We certainly have a lot to be proud of and thankful for!  God bless our School Family and our Parish … and welcome, Bishop McManus!  Thank you for sharing this day with us!

ADORATION OF THE EUCHARIST …

will be held in our Church today (Sunday) from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.   The 3-hour period of adoration includes time for private, quiet prayer as well as time for the Rosary, litanies, songs, Scripture, and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy.  The Blessed Sacrament is "exposed" on the Altar when the consecrated Host, the very Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ, is placed in a vessel called the "monstrance" (meaning, showing).  The monstrance is on the Altar, usually decorated with 14 candles and flowers.  The gesture of reverence upon entering the Church and before going into a pew is the "double genuflection", meaning that you actually kneel down on both knees and bow in the presence of Jesus on the Altar.

At 1 p.m., there is a short service of "exposition" and then the 3-hour period begins.  The concluding ceremony is at 3:45 p.m. and the Blessed Sacrament is "reposed" (meaning placed back in the Church tabernacle) at 4 p.m.  Why not plan on spending some time Sunday afternoon in the very presence of Jesus, our Lord and God?

A PRAISE / PRAYER MEETING …

is held at 7 p.m. on Thursdays in the Convent Conference Room.  It is a time of song, prayer, praise and worship of God!  (The guitar music ministry is really great!).  There is Scripture sharing, prophecy, and time for witnessing to the wonders that God is working in the lives of His people.  The evening concludes with refreshments and time for friendship and sharing God’s goodness!  Join us this Thursday!  Please enter the Convent building at 14 Calder Street using the main, front stairway to the glass doors!
