THE MISSIONARY SOCIETY OF 

SAINT PAUL …

was founded by Dominic Cardinal Ekandem and established by the Catholic Bishops of Nigeria in 1977.  Inspired by the teachings of the Second Vatican Council, that the Church is missionary by nature, Cardinal Ekandem began a seminary that would train Nigerian clergy to share their experience of the faith with others throughout the world.

The first priestly ordination for the society was celebrated in 1985.  The Society now has 135 priests and over 110 seminarians.  They work in South Africa, Malawi, Botswana, Cameroon, Liberia, Chad, Grenada, United States of America, England, Sweden, and Nigeria.

Our generosity in the second collection for the missions will provide the needed funds to train priests for missionary work and help missionaries work with AIDS victims in countries plagued by war and conflict.  Our prayers and sacrifices support the missionaries and their critical ministry and join us to them as missionaries ourselves!  Please be generous?

THE MEDIUM SIZE BELL …

in our bell tower is broken.  The “hammer” that hangs in the inside of the bell broke in two pieces.  We have a contract for service and maintenance with the Verdin Bell Company of Cincinnati, Ohio, the original installers of the 3 bells that grace our tower.  The medium size bell as well as the large bell were cast in Holland and delivered to our Parish in 1954 when the bell tower was expanded and dedicated to the World War II veterans.  The small bell was the original Church bell from the 1920’s when the Church building was begun.  The 3 bells are coordinated so that when they ring together the “pitch” is perfect, thereby producing the pleasing sound that we are so proud of hearing in our neighborhood.  The medium bell is the bell that has been announcing the hour of Divine Mercy at 3 p.m. daily, the hour of Jesus’ death on the Cross, the outpouring of unconditional love and mercy!

The service representative has taken the hammer down and shipped it to Cincinnati for repair.  Hopefully it does NOT have to be shipped back to Holland!  More details about this project and its cost when they are available …

Parish Religious Education …
