OUR RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM…

welcomes all children and young people who attend public schools (and those in Catholic Schools who are preparing to receive the Sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist, and Confirmation).

Beginning in the Fall of 2000, we will offer Kindergarten religion class along with Grades 1 thru 7 on Sunday mornings in the School from 9 a.m. to 10:15 a.m.  Following religion class, children are expected to participate in the 10:30 a.m. Mass in Church where a special Children's Liturgy of the Word is celebrated.  Children in Grades K thru 6 are invited to leave the main assembly in the Church after the Opening Prayer of the Mass and process downstairs to the Church Hall where the Scripture readings are proclaimed in children's language, making God's Word more understandable to them.  Then, the whole group of children "breaks down" into smaller groups by age for a discussion on God's Word, relating the message to their young lives.  The group re-gathers for General Intercessions (Prayers of the Faithful) and then returns to the main body of the Church for the Liturgy of the Eucharist (children process back into Church during the offertory collection).

Grade 8 religion classes are held on Monday evenings from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. in the School.  

Grades 9 and 10 form our Confirmation Preparation Program; young people meet in small groups in the homes of their adult leaders for sessions in the Fall/Winter and Winter/Spring.  The meeting days and times are flexible depending on the schedules of those in the group.

Each year our religion program is a growth process of understanding our faith and applying it and God's love to our daily living.
