WHY HOLY YEAR PILGRIMAGES?

Pope John Paul II states that pilgrimages evoke the believer's personal journey in the footsteps of Jesus Christ.  The physical movement of the pilgrimage reminds the pilgrim that life itself is a pilgrimage; that we come from God and will one day return to God; that we come from heaven, our true home and one day we will return there, God willing! Did You Know About …

CATHOLICS AND CREMATION:

Cremation has been an acceptable alternative to ground burial or entombment for Catholics since 1963.  The present Church Code of Canon Law earnestly recommends that the custom of burying the bodies of the dead be observed!  However, it does allow cremation as long as the choice for cremation has not been made to deny the doctrine of the resurrection of the dead.

The Church teaches that the cremated remains must be treated with the same respect given to the corporeal remains of the human body.  This includes a worthy vessel to contain the ashes of the deceased, care and attention to appropriate transportation, and final disposition of the ashes.  It is recommended that the cremation take place after the celebration of the Funeral Mass in Church with the body of the deceased.  However, it is permitted to celebrate the Funeral Mass with the cremated remains.

The cremated remains must be buried in a grave (preferably in a Catholic cemetery in consecrated ground) or entombed in a mausoleum.  It is forbidden by Church law to leave cremated remains in the home (for example, on the fireplace mantel or on a bedroom dresser).  The great respect we must have for the human body created in the image and likeness of God and a temple of the Holy Spirit is best shown when we return to remains to the earth from which we are made!  It is most fitting that Catholics be buried together in a cemetery set apart for them.  In this way, our cemeteries or mausoleums become holy place of prayer and hope, signs of our faith in the resurrection of the body!

Likewise, scattering ashes over the sea or from a mountaintop is not permitted.  Since we believe firmly in the resurrection of the body and life everlasting, interring the cremated remains together better signifies the hope of the resurrection and the waiting for the kingdom of Christ to dawn.  

Burial at sea is allowed (as in the recent case of John F. Kennedy, Jr.), as long as the cremated remains are kept together in an urn or other suitable vessel, according to Catholic custom (this was done, by the way, with the cremated remains of John, Jr.).
