ABSTINENCE FROM MEAT …

on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent for those 14 and older.  This includes meat, meat products and any sauces or gravy made from meat or meat products.

FASTING ON ASH WEDNESDAY …

for those between the ages of 18 and 59; meaning, eat less, no solid food between meals; only 1 full meal.  Reasons of health may excuse a person from this regulation!

DAILY MASS IS OFFERED …

in the Convent Chapel on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays at 7 a.m. and on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 5 p.m.

THE LITURGY OF THE HOURS …

is prayed daily before Mass in the Convent Chapel.  Morning Prayer is at 6:40 a.m. on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays.  Evening Prayer is on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 4:40 p.m.  Prayer Books are provided!

THE STATIONS OF THE CROSS …

beginning this Thursday, will be prayed on Thursdays at 10 a.m. and at 6:30 p.m. in the Convent Chapel.

THE HOUR OF DIVINE MERCY …

is observed daily at 3 p.m., the hour that Jesus died on the Cross.  More about this devotion next week!  Our Church bell rings at 3 p.m. daily to call us into prayer at that hour!

A BIBLE STUDY …

with Father Frank on 5 consecutive Thursdays begins this Thursday, March 9 in the Spirituality Center.  The morning session is from 10:30 a.m. to 12 Noon and the evening session is from 7 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  The topic of presentation will be the New Testament's The Acts of the Apostles.  Bring a Bible (or Bibles are available for you in the conference room).  Come early to Bible Study and join in the praying of the Stations of the Cross at 10 a.m. or at 6:30 p.m. in the Convent Chapel.  Use the usual Chapel door or the main, glass front doors to the Convent building.

LENT …

· begins on Ash Wednesday and ends on Holy Thursday just before the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  The Season consists of 40 days, designed as a “retreat” time to prepare for the Great Feast of the Lord’s Passion, Death, and Resurrection:  The Paschal Mystery (meaning, the Easter events);

· the “Alleluia” is not sung or said from the beginning of Lent until the Easter Vigil when it is solemnly chanted; the Altar is simply decorated and generally flowers do not adorn the Altar during this period;

· to emphasize the unity of the entire 40-day season, the same songs, refrains, and musical selections may be used throughout the season;  music is more solemn;

· Baptisms are generally deferred until the Easter Vigil and Easter Season (unless there is an emergency and/or danger of death);

· is a special time of prayer and preparation for the candidates in our "Come and See" program (those adults who will receive the Sacraments during our Solemn Easter Vigil and Easter Mass on Holy Saturday, April 22nd);  special ceremonies of Election will be celebrated for them next Sunday and ceremonies of Blessing over them on the 3rd, 4th, and 5th Sundays of Lent.
