THE FEASTDAY OF SAINT CECILIA …

is Wednesday, November 22nd.  Cecilia, a wealthy Roman citizen from a prominent family became a Christian.  She also converted her husband, Valerian to Christianity.  During a 3rd century persecution by the Roman emperor, Cecilia was martyred in her own home, giving up her life and shedding her blood rather than denying her faith in Jesus Christ!  Our Parish patroness is also the patron saint of music and is often depicted with a harp or a keyboard.

is the Campaign for Human Development.  Thank you for your generosity to this annual collection.

ADORATION OF THE EUCHARIST …

will be held in our Church next Sunday, November 26 from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.   The 3-hour period of adoration includes time for private, quiet prayer as well as time for the Rosary, litanies, songs, Scripture, and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy.  The Blessed Sacrament is "exposed" on the Altar when the consecrated Host, the very Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ is placed in a vessel called the "monstrance" (meaning, showing).  The monstrance is on the Altar, usually decorated with 14 candles and flowers.  The gesture of reverence upon entering the Church and before going into a pew is the "double genuflection", meaning that you actually kneel down on both knees and bow in the presence of Jesus on the Altar.

At 1 p.m., there is a short service of "exposition" and then the 3-hour period begins.  The concluding ceremony is at 3:45 p.m. and the Blessed Sacrament is "reposed" (meaning placed back in the Church tabernacle) at 4 p.m.  Why not plan on spending some time next Sunday afternoon in the very presence of Jesus, our Lord and God?

A 4-WEEK BIBLE STUDY …

presented by Father Frank begins on Tuesday, November 28.  The morning session is from 10:30 a.m. to 12 Noon and the evening session is from 7 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  The study is held in the Convent Conference Room at 14 Calder Street.
