A BIBLE STUDY …

presented by Father Frank on Tuesdays (November 28, December 5, December 12, and December 19) begins this Tuesday.  The morning session is from 10:30 a.m. to 12 Noon and the evening session is from 7 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. in the Convent Conference Room (please enter the Convent building at 14 Calder Street using the main, front door entrance or the entrance on the porch at the rear right side of the building).  The topic of the Bible Study is The Psalms and Wisdom Writings of the Old Testament.  Everyone is invited!  Please bring a Bible (or Bibles are available in the conference room), paper and pen, and a friend!

ADORATION OF THE EUCHARIST …

will be held in our Church today (Sunday) from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.   The 3-hour period of adoration includes time for private, quiet prayer as well as time for the Rosary, litanies, songs, Scripture, and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy.  The Blessed Sacrament is "exposed" on the Altar when the consecrated Host, the very Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ is placed in a vessel called the "monstrance" (meaning, showing).  The monstrance is on the Altar, usually decorated with 14 candles and flowers.  The gesture of reverence upon entering the Church and before going into a pew is the "double genuflection", meaning that you actually kneel down on both knees and bow in the presence of Jesus on the Altar.

At 1 p.m., there is a short service of "exposition" and then the 3-hour period begins.  The concluding ceremony is at 3:45 p.m. and the Blessed Sacrament is "reposed" (meaning placed back in the Church tabernacle) at 4 p.m.

OUR ANNUAL “GIVING TREE” …

will be set up next weekend in the Saint Theresa Chapel (located on the right side of the front of the Church), decorated with paper ornaments, each ornament indicating a needed Christmas gift for the poor.  Simply take an ornament, purchase the gift, attach the paper ornament to the gift, and bring it back to Church and place it in the Saint Theresa Chapel under the “Giving Tree” on or before Sunday, December 17th.  Gifts will be separated and delivered during the week of the 17th!  Last year over $13,000 in gifts was collected by our Parish and given to the poor of the Pawtucket and greater Providence communities.

THE SEASON OF ADVENT …

begins next weekend in the Church.  This 4-week period is a time of watchful prayer and hopeful expectation as we prepare to open wide the doors to Christ however and whenever He comes to us!

Our Parish theme this year will be We Belong!  Yes, we belong to our God and we belong to one another!  May our “belonging” encourage us to “be-in-longing” for our God as our God longs for us to “be” with Him and with one another!
