ADORATION OF THE EUCHARIST …

will be held in our Church next Sunday, September 17 from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.  The 3-hour period of adoration includes time for private, quiet prayer as well as time for the Rosary, litanies, songs, Scripture, and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy.  The Blessed Sacrament is "exposed" on the Altar when the consecrated Host, the very Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ is placed in a vessel called the "monstrance" (meaning, showing).  The monstrance is on the Altar, usually decorated with 14 candles and flowers.  The gesture of reverence upon entering the Church and before going into a pew is the "double genuflection", meaning that you actually kneel down on both knees and bow in the presence of Jesus on the Altar.

At 1 p.m., there is a short service of "exposition" and then the 3-hour period begins.  The concluding ceremony is at 3:45 p.m. and the Blessed Sacrament is "reposed" (meaning placed back in the Church tabernacle) at 4 p.m.  Why not plan on spending some time next Sunday afternoon in the very presence of Jesus, our Lord and God?  There is so much for which to be grateful and so much we still need!

OUR RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM…

will accept registrations in the Church Hall after all Masses this weekend.  For new registrations, please bring a copy of the child's baptism certificate only if the child was NOT baptized in Saint Cecilia Church.

All public school children in Grades K thru 8 and all youth in Grades 9 and 10 should be enrolled in our Program of Religious Education.  

Religion classes for Grades K thru 7 will begin on Sunday, September 17th at 9 a.m. in our School.  Class is held every Sunday from 9 a.m. to 10:15 a.m. in our School building.  Grade 8 class will begin on Monday, September 25th at 6:30 p.m.  Class is held on Mondays from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. in our School.

The Sacrament of Confirmation is celebrated by our young people in Grade 10, but the Program of Preparation for this Sacrament is 2 years, beginning in Grade 9.  Students in Grades 9 and 10 meet weekly for 10 weeks in the Fall/Winter semester and 10 weeks in the Winter/Spring semester in very small groups in the homes of trained adult leaders.

Children's Liturgy of the Word during the 10:30 a.m. Sunday Mass will begin on Sunday, October 1st for Grades K thru 6.
