TWO RELIGIOUS SISTERS …

who have served our Parish and our School will celebrate Jubilee anniversaries this year.  Sister Estelle Maynard, S.U.S.C. celebrates her 60th and Sister Lorraine Boisvert, S.U.S.C. celebrates her 50th.  The 10:30 a.m. Mass next Sunday, September 24th is their Jubilee Mass with a breakfast brunch served in the Church Hall after Mass.  Please plan on honoring these two Sisters for this special milestone in their religious life!

ADORATION OF THE EUCHARIST …

will be held in our Church today (Sunday) from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.  The 3-hour period of adoration includes time for private, quiet prayer as well as time for the Rosary, litanies, songs, Scripture, and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy.  The Blessed Sacrament is "exposed" on the Altar when the consecrated Host, the very Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ is placed in a vessel called the "monstrance" (meaning, showing).  The monstrance is on the Altar, usually decorated with 14 candles and flowers.  The gesture of reverence upon entering the Church and before going into a pew is the "double genuflection", meaning that you actually kneel down on both knees and bow in the presence of Jesus on the Altar.

At 1 p.m., there is a short service of "exposition" and then the 3-hour period begins.  The concluding ceremony is at 3:45 p.m. and the Blessed Sacrament is "reposed" (meaning placed back in the Church tabernacle) at 4 p.m.  Why not plan on spending some time next Sunday afternoon in the very presence of Jesus, our Lord and God?  There is so much for which to be grateful and so much we still need!

OUR RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM…

begins today (Sunday) for children in Grades K thru 7.  Classes are held in the School from 9 a.m. to 10:15 a.m.  Our children are expected to participate in the 10:30 a.m. Mass each Sunday after religion class!  During the 10:30 a.m. Mass, a special Children’s Liturgy of the Word is offered in the Church Hall, beginning Sunday, October 1st.  Children in Grades K thru 6 are invited to leave the Church assembly after the Opening Prayer and return to the Church during the Offertory collection.  While downstairs, they listen to God’s Word and reflect on it in small groups divided by age.  Hand-outs are given to bring the message home for the week!

Grade 8 class begins on Monday, September 25th and is held in the School from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.
